A nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner,
lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competi-
tions and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the follow-
ing classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes fot-
H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson prog
gram); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8)
Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of
their own National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse
Breeding classes.
Motorized Vehicle Rule - GR1301.7

individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
Musical Freestyles
In order to enter a freestyle class at any level, a horse/rider combination must have received a minimum score of 60% in the
highest test of the declared freestyle level or any test of a higher level at a USEF Recognized Competition. A photocopy of
the test verifying eligibility must be submitted with the entry for a freestyle class. Your music must be clearly labeled wi th
your name, ready to go and presented to the show office at least one hour prior to the start of the class. Times will be an-
nounced for sound checks.
Night Watch
Night Watch Horse Sitting may be available at show. Sign up will be available in the competitor packets.
Non - Competing Horses
Non-competing horses are welcome. They must have an entry form with all release signatures, current Coggins, and pay
applicable fees. All non-compete horses must have a stall.
Non - U.S. Citizens
Non-U.S. Citizens(as defined by GR1401.9)and Foreign Competitors (as defined by GR807.4) must provide proof, in English, of current
membership in good standing in their respective National Federation, or hold current membership in good standing with the USE F.

Opportunity Classes are for entry level riders. Horses & Riders are exempt from USEF & USDF membership requirements
and do not have to pay non-rmember or HID fees, but are required to list the Federation membership numbers if member-
ships are held, as described in Rule GR821. Horses entered only in Opportunity Classes are exempt from the USEF Drugs
& Medications Fee. Crossentering into Open Show Classes is allowed in any horse and/or rider combination, however,
please note in all Open Show Classes USEF & USDF membership requirements apply for horse, rider, owner, trainer, etc as
stated in GR901.9. USEF Dressage Division (DR) rules apply to Opportunity Classes.

Pony Measurements

Measurements will be held Friday 7:30 a.m. Sign -up is required at the Show Office prior to measurement! Po-
nies must have a halter on while being measured. If you do not have a current FEI measurement certificate, and your pony
is over the age of 3, your pony must be measured by the TD and Competition Veterinarian. Ponies must be entered in the
shows to be eligible for measurement. Regulations, as stated in the USEF rule Book, DR134, Pony Measurement, will be
followed at this competition.

Breed shows are open to all horses.

1 BornIn The USA Breeders Award - Ribbon Awards to Highest Scoring Horses conceived and foaled in the USA
showing on Thursday or Friday in the following categories: Young Horse Fillies, Young Horse Colt/Geldings, Ma-
ture Mare, Mature Stallion. Horse must have placed in the top 50% of their class to receive these awards.

Bridles

Bridles are mandatory on 2 year olds and older horses including mares accompanying foals. A bridle shall consist of a snaf-
fle type bit with two reins, a headstall with a throatlatch. A nose band is optional. A split or single chain may be used instead
of reins. All horses (whether competing or noncompeting) must wear bridle numbers at all times while being ridden, exer-
cised or hand walked.

Foals

All foals must be under the control of a handler.

t
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Handlers

Any person who holds, walks, or trots a horse while it is being judged in the competition arena for any In-hand, Group, or
Championship class. Handlers are permitted to have one or two assistants. One to run behind the horse, one to hold an-
other horse, the handler will run. Neither the assistant handler, nor the assistant holding a horse, may trot the horse, unle ss
the horse is not being judged but accompanying a mare or a foal that is being judged. There can be no switching of handlers
in a class. Prior to entering the competition arena all Handlers and Assistant Handlers must have on file, in the Show Secre-

taryds office, a Handler/ Assistant Release Form and be Wea

bers or pay the non-member fee.
Assistant Handler  is any person, other than handler, who holds or walks a horse in the competition arena during a class,
whether or not it is being judged. An Assistant handler is permitted only for call -backs after In-Hand or Group classes, for
Championship and for handling non -competing mares and foals which accompany another entry in the competition arena.
Assistant handlers may not show a horse at the trot, and if not Federation members, are exempted from the USEF non
member fee, but are otherwise subject to all rules regarding Handlers.

1 Handlers and/or assistant may each carry only one whip or one standard lunging whip without attachments.

1 Appropriate sports attire MUST be worn by the handler and assistant.

1 Prior to entering the competition arena, all handlers and assistants of horses in the competition ring are required to

have on file, in the Show Secretaryds office, a Hand
PROPRI ATE WRI ST BAND. The wristband will be put on ¢
tary.

1 Handlers must be USEF members or pay a nornmember fee. Assistant handlers are exempt from the nonmember
fee.

1 Handlers with multiple entries must resolve scheduling conflicts. The Show Committee reserves the right to keep
the show on schedule. Each horse must have a separate handler, including noncompeting horses. If you are late for
your class and the gate has closed, you will not be allowed in the ring.

Head Gear

Show Management strongly encourages everyone to wear protective head gear when mounted.

IBC Classes

If entering an IBC class, you must send appropriate documentation to verify association requirements. Please note that en-
tries submitted without proper IBC class documentation are subject to an incomplete entry fee.

Stabling

All horses must have a stall.

Unruly Horse

A judge must excuse from the ring any unruly horse or one whose actions threaten to endanger other exhibitors or their en-
tries.

CLASS PROCEDURE 7 IN -HAND CLASSES

Horses will be individually judged on a triangle. The triangle measures approximately 30 meters on each side. Highest scor-
ing horses may be asked to return to the ring for a lineup and re-evaluation. When called by the Ringmaster, present horse

to the judge at A for conformation judging. Proceed according to the diagram:

1. Stand horse at A for conformation judging

2. Walk small triangle A-B-C-A 30 meters

3. Trot large triangle A-D-E-AD E D E

4. Leave judging area promptly unless requested to
do otherwise by the judge.

Horses entered
an IBC class are required to have a USEF HID number. Classes are not listed in the order that they will be judged. Handlers
with multiple entries in two rings must resolve scheduling conflicts should there be any.
