MODA Recognized Championships:

Rules for Competing in MODA Championship Classes:

Born In The USA Breeders Award - Ribbon Awards to Highest Scoring Horses conceived and foaled in the USA showing on Thursday oiFriday in
the following categories: Young Horse Fillies, Young Horse Colt/Geldings, Mature Mare, Mature Stallion. Horse must have placedin the top 50%
of their class to receive these awards.
Bridles
Bridles are mandatory on 2 year olds and older horses including mares accompanying foals. A bridle shall consist of a snaffleype bit with two reins, a head-
stall with a throatlatch. A nose band is optional. A split or single chain may be used instead of reins. All horses (whether competing or noncompeting) must
wear bridle numbers at all times while being ridden, exercised or hand walked.
Foals
All foals must be under the control of a handler.
Handlers
Any person who holds, walks, or trots a horse while it is being judged in the competition arena for any In-hand, Group, or Championship class. Handlers
are permitted to have one or two assistants. One to run behind the horse, one to hold another horse, the handler will run. Neith er the assistant handler, nor
the assistant holding a horse, may trot the horse, unless the horse is not being judged but accompanying a mare or a foal thiais being judged. There can be
no switching of handlers in a class. Prior to entering the competition arena all Handlers and Assistant Handlers must have on fil e , in the Show S
office, a Handler/Assistant Release Form and be wearing an appropriate wrist band. Handlers must be USEF members or pay thenon-member fee.
Assistant Handler  is any person, other than handler, who holds or walks a horse in the competition arena during a class, whether or not it is being judged.
An Assistant handler is permitted only for call -backs after In-Hand or Group classes, for Championship and for handling non-competing mares and foals
which accompany another entry in the competition arena. Assistant handlers may not show a horse at the trot, and if not Federation members, are ex-
empted from the USEF non-member fee, but are otherwise subject to all rules regarding Handlers.

I Handlers and/or assistant may each carry only one whip or one standard lunging whip without attachments.
I Appropriate sports attire MUST be worn by the handler and assistant.

The USEF strongly encourages all riders to wear protective headgear passing or surpassing current appli-
cable ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SE| (Safety Equipment Institute) standards

with harness secured while riding anywhere on the competition grounds. It is the responsibility of the
rider, or the parent or guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitor to see to it that the headgear worn com-
plies with appropriate safety standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use, and is prop-
erly fitted and in good condition, and the USEF, Show Committees, and Licensed Officials are not respon-
sible for checking headgear worn for such compliance. (Art. 318.5)
